CHARACTERISTICS

Suzuki Piano teacher training course (levels 1, 2 and 3), organised by FEMS and Directed by DANIEL FAJARDO, ESA
teacher Trainer.

The course will be held in Spanish and English.

Taught according to the requirements and syllabus of each level of the ESA Teacher Trainer Manual.

The course will be carried out in a hybrid way: face-to-face and online. It will be taught in Spanish.

Occasionally, the collaboration of guest teachers from any Suzuki speciality will be possible, as a complement and
enrichment of the training.
